Ask Your Congressional Representative to Vote for the Dream Act

WHAT: [Insert name of organization] urges individuals and organizations concerned with the lack of educational opportunities for undocumented youth to contact their congressional representatives [insert name of geographic area] and ask them to vote for the DREAM ACT.

WHY: 65,000 unauthorized migrant youth graduate from U.S. high schools every year.  Many were brought to the U.S. before they could remember much else, and most know no other home except for the U.S. For close to ten years, ACCESS, NNAAC and other organizations have pushed to make the DREAM Act (the Development, Relief and Education for Alien Minors Act) into a reality. Earlier this year, the Migration Policy Institute estimated that roughly 825,000 immigrants would benefit from the Act. According to recent research from UCLA, a conservative estimate of the combined income generated by those benefiting from the DREAM Act would amount to $1.4 trillion (in current dollars) over the next four decades.  
HOW:  
1. Write a letter or an email to your local congressional representative asking them to vote for the DREAM ACT and why.

2. Schedule a meeting with your local congressional representative or their senior staff and invite other local constituents that care about the issue as well.

3. Pass on the action alert to your networks through email and social media sites.

4. Provide contact information for local congressional representatives to make it easier for constituents to contact them.
