St Helena has 3 sources of potable water: Bell Canyon Reservoir, groundwater wells, and water purchased from the
City of Napa. The amount of water that can be used from Bell Canyon Reservoir is limited by permit from the State.
The amount of water that can be used from the City of Napa is limited by contract. The City limits the use of ground
water by resolution in an effort to reduce any potential impacts to groundwater available to agriculture. Recent
studies have identified residential water use in St Helena to be higher than other local municipalities and that
conservation measures, if implemented, would address the water availability concerns and could allow more flexibility
in planning the future of the community.
