




































































Change in Asian share of population by PUMA 2010-2019: San Francisco Bay Area (Zone C)

The Asian population share in the Bay Area (Zone C) has grown substantially in many places. Santa Clara, the center of
San Jose, as well as Fremont/Union City in the southeast Bay and Dublin/Pleasanton/San Ramon over the mountains,
have seen the greatest growth. Overall, the Asian population share has grown almost 5%. The number of Asian
residents in Zone C has grown a substantial 28%.

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Change in Black/African American share of population by PUMA 2010-2019: San Francisco Bay Area (Zone C)

The Black/African American share of the population in the Bay Area (Zone C) has increased in some places and
decreased in others but changed little overall, declining 0.6%. However, because the base population of the Bay Area
has grown so much, this translates to a 0.6% increase in the number of Black/African American residents in the region.
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
