Addendum to Contract
By and Between the City of Central Falls and MTG Disposal, LLC

Dated April 12, 2013
Whereas:
MTG Disposal, LLC (hereafter MTGD) is currently providing services to the City of Central Falls (hereafter the “City”) pursuant to a Contract which runs from June 1, 2013 through May 31, 2018; and

Whereas:
The City desires to modify the method of trash and recycling collection from the “traditional” method to a “cart tipper” method utilizing 65 and 95 gallon totes for both trash and recyclables; and

Whereas:
65 and 95 gallon totes will increase the cleanliness of the city through the use of large, sealed garbage containers as well as reduce the rat and rodent problem in the city through the use of large, sealed garbage containers; and

Whereas:
65 and 95 gallon recycling totes will increase the city’s recycling rate, which will result in increased revenue for the city; and

Whereas:
The above referenced Contract was based on disposal of refuse at the Pawtucket Transfer station but actually requires disposal at RI Resource Recovery Corporation in Johnston, RI; and

Whereas:
The above referenced Contract was based upon servicing the City Schools twice per week but three pickups per week are necessary and currently being provided; and

Now, therefore, the parties agree, that in exchange for good and valuable consideration, the receipt of which is hereby acknowledged, the following new provisions shall be added to the contract dated April 12, 2013:

1. MTGD will modify its vehicles and provide to the City a cart tipper service capable of lifting 95 gallon and 65 gallon totes for both trash and recyclable collection.

2. MTGD will purchase the required number of 95 gallon totes, approximately 15,000, arrange for their delivery to the residences in the City and the City will purchase these totes from MTGD for $767,500.  MTGD shall submit an itemized invoice for the tote purchases to the City prior to payment being made.
3. Included in the purchase for $767,500, MTGD shall purchase and sell to the City approximately one hundred and twenty-five (125) 65 gallon totes for recycling and one hundred and twenty-five (125) 65 gallon totes for trash.  These 65 gallon totes shall be delivered by MTGD to the City’s Department of Public Works, where they will be stored, to be deployed by the City upon special request and approval by the City. 
4. Upon payment in full, the City shall own all totes and MTGD shall execute necessary documents passing all right, title and interest in all said totes to the City.

5. MTGD shall provide garbage and recycling service to Central Falls schools three times per week.
6. As a result of the above mentioned service modifications and at the commencement of this service, the City shall pay MTGD the sum of $625,000 for the first year of this service commencing July 1, 2014 subject to an annual increase of 2% as of July 1st for each year thereafter for the duration of the contract meaning the annual service fee shall be 637,500 starting July 1, 2015, $650,000 starting July 1, 2016 and $662,500 starting July 1, 2017.  Said amounts shall be dispersed bi-weekly by the City upon receipt of MTGD invoices.
7. MTGD shall secure the manufacturer’s standard 10 year warranty on all totes entitled “Huskylite Roll Out Cart Warranty.” MTGD shall further ensure that this 10 year warranty shall extend to the City upon the City’s purchase of the totes. Additionally, to the extent that the City desires MTGD to act as its agent with regard to warranty claims, MTGD shall secure the manufacturer’s approval for MTGD to act as the City’s agent.  

8. Within a 90 day period before and after distribution of the totes, MTGD shall develop and execute a communications plan in English, Spanish and Portuguese so that the residents of the City understand the change in garbage and recycling services including a tri-lingual flyer attached to every tote and paid advertising in newspapers, radio and social media in English and in Spanish.  

9. All other terms and conditions of the above referenced Contract shall remain unchanged and in full force and effect.
