The Prevalence  

× Every year in Canada, over 350 000 children are 
affected by paternal incarceration.  

× 25 000 children in Canada have a mother behind bars 

× 1 in 14 children in the US have a parent in prison  

× Over 20 000 children in the Greater Toronto Area are 
impacted by parental incarceration  

× Passing of the Omnibus Bill C-10 and the new Toronto 
South Detention Centre will only increase the number 
of children affected by parental imprisonment in the 
GTA
