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Job Description:

Members of Parliament

1. Representing and campaigning.

· Speaking up for your constituents’ concerns in Parliament, in votes and in debates, or in the media.

· Holding ‘surgeries’ in your constituency so your constituents can meet you and raise issues and seek your help and support.

· Dealing with casework brought by individual constituents (for example, help with housing or immigration issues).

· Identifying the issues that are affecting your constituents, and running local or national campaigns on them.

· Being actively accountable to your voters – communicating regularly, and responding to their communication to you.

· Making decisions about how to vote in Parliament on the wide range of issues decided there, from education policy to national security to the health service.

2. Working effectively with the rest of the Labour Party.

· Working closely with other Labour MPs and the Labour Frontbench to be part of an effective Parliamentary Labour Party.

· Building good working relationships with Labour’s other elected representatives in your area (for example Labour Councillors, MEPs or devolved representatives).

· Working closely with your Constituency Labour Party: representing their views, being accountable and being at the heart of their campaigning work.

· Working with the CLP to help recruit, train and develop new members and supporters of the Labour Party.

· Helping to develop the policy of the Labour Party.

· Having a strong relationship with Labour’s affiliates and allies in your local area; communicating regularly with trade union members and members of socialist societies.

3. Building relationships to benefit the community.

· Building good working relationships with a wide range of local stakeholders, including schools, community groups and faith groups.

· Communicating with regional, national and European agencies on behalf of your constituency, for example to access development funds to benefit your constituents.

· Working with local businesses and trade unions on initiatives to bring more jobs and growth to your constituency.
