4. A public candidate webpage will be created for you on April 13, 2015
5. Get 25 members in good standing of the BC Green Party to endorse you on your candidate webpage by midnight on May 1, 2015. A notice will be emailed to all members on April 13 to encourage them to check out the candidate profiles and endorse their nominations.  

6. Take part in any candidate events and interviews organised by the Elections Committee

The deadline for registering as a candidate (points 1-4 described above) is April 1, 2015, by midnight.
