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The State of the Global AIDS Pandemic Today 
In 2010 there were: 

· 34 Million people living with HIV/AIDS 

· 22.9 million live in sub-Saharan Africa, which has a 5.0% prevalence rate in adult populations 

· 2.7 million new infections 

· over half of new infections occur in people under 25
· new infections occur in all populations of people, though the epidemic continues to disproportionately affect marginalized people
· 1.8 million people died due to HIV/AIDS

· 9 million people in immediate need of anti-retroviral treatment (ARVs)

Treatment Statistics: 

· There is no HIV/AIDS vaccine, but anti-retroviral treatment works as prevention (proven in a breakthrough study in 2011-HPTN052)
· ARVs reduce the likelihood of HIV transmission by 96%

· Anti-retroviral treatment reduces the likelihood of a child 
· In 2010, 8 million people were receiving anti-retroviral therapy, but there were 34 million people living with HIV

How do we reach an “AIDS Free Generation”?

· In 2011, Secretary of State Hilary Clinton stated that the U.S. would work towards achieving an “AIDS Free Generation” 

· How would we achieve an AIDS-Free Generation? 

1. PMTCT: Prevention of mother-to-child transmission (through the use of ARVs and prophylaxis drugs) 

2. Voluntary male circumcision, which reduces female to male transmission by 60% 

3. Treatment as prevention – anti-retroviral therapy cuts transmission rates by 96%
The President’s Emergency Plan for AIDS Relief (PEPFAR) 

Background 

· President Bush announced the creation of PEPFAR in 2003. 

· Originally a $15 billion over-5-year program to fight AIDS in fifteen focus countries. 

· During the first five years of the program (FY 2004-2008), the U.S. contributed nearly $19 billion to fight AIDS. 

· In 2008, PEPFAR was reauthorized for five more years, and Congress agreed that $48 billion should be spent on AIDS, TB, and Malaria during that time, including $39 Billion on AIDS alone. 

What does PEPFAR do? 

· As of December 2012, PEPFAR was supporting ARV treatment for nearly 5.1 million people worldwide.  

· In Fiscal Year 2012 alone, PEPFAR: 

· Directly supported HIV testing and counseling for more than 49 million people. 

· Provided care and support services for 15 million people, including 4.5 million orphans and vulnerable children. 

· Averted 230,000 new HIV infections in children by supporting 11 million pregnant women with HIV counseling and testing. 

· Provided drugs to more than 750,000 women living with HIV to prevent mother-to-child transmission (PMTCT) of the virus 

· The IOM recently released a report showing that PEPFAR was a uniquely successful program and should be maintained. Anything that needs to be fixed within PEPFAR does not need legislation.

The Global Fund to Fight AIDS, Tuberculosis, and Malaria 

Background 

· It was created to “dramatically increase resources to fight three of the world’s most devastating diseases, and to direct those resources to areas of greatest need.” 

· It is a multilateral program as the funding is received from more than one donor. 

· The Global Fund has a replenishment cycle every three years 

· In the replenishment time, 7 of the G8 countries (every country except Russia) decide how much money they are going to put into the fund. 

· 3 years ago, the Global Fund needed $17 billion to continue with optimum growth. Their austerity budget was $13 billion, a level at which they would keep their doors open with the bare minimum funds needed, but wouldn’t see any growth. President Obama committed to $4 billion, when he needed to commit to $6 billion. As a result, the global fund only received $11 billion in that replenishment cycle. The decision by the United States impacts the decision of other countries. 
What does the Global Fund do? 

· As of December 2012:

·  4.6 million people living with HIV were receiving ARV treatment through the Global Fund 

· 1.7 million pregnant women living with HIV have received medicine to prevent MTCT 

· 250 million people have received HIV counseling and testing services

· 6.1 million AIDS orphans have been provided basic care and support

What Do We Need? 

· In FY 2013, maintain the House level for the PEPFAR at $4.242 billion

· In FY 2013, maintain the Senate level for the U.S. contribution to the Global Fund, at $1.65 billion 

· In FY 2014, protection and expansion for PEPFAR at $5.027 billion 

· In FY 2014, U.S. government contribution to the Global Fund to Fight AIDS, Tuberculosis and Malaria at $2.0 billion
· The Sequester will result in the death of 37,000 people living with AIDS who would otherwise survive. Restore these deadly cuts.
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
