WHAT HAPPENS NEXT?

UPDATE FROM ST JAMES : PHASE 1

We are due to start putting up hoarding around the sites for Block E (site 1) and Block C2(site 2) and the 
area for the additional play provision (site 3) in front of Durrington Tower at the end of October. This will 
shortly be followed by the enabling works to get the site ready for our staff , as we seek to install the all the 
temporary services we need for site welfare so our contractors have a the facilities that they require.
We will then continue with the site investigation works to obtain a defi nitive outlook on the costings to 
remove any ground contaminations, which may be found. We hope that as this work will happen beyond 
the hoarding line it will have minimal impact on residents. The below diagram shows our proposed plan 
for the hoarding location, however, please note this may change as we fi nalise the plan over the coming 
weeks.
As previously addressed, there will be some disruption to parking bays, due to the hoarding of sites 1 & 2.

SITE HOARDINGS

SOIL REMEDIATION

Following this we will then be starting our soil remediation, this means making the soil clean and ready 
for work to begin, as we look to remove any contaminates from the ground left behind by the previous 
buildings that were on this site. This is a very usual step for a project in an urban area where there will have 
been many diff erent buildings on the site over the centuries.

We would like to apologise for the on-going inconvenience in which it has taken for to complete the 
utilities diversion works on the estate. The delay to the works was solely down to Thames Water and we 
have worked tirelessly to get the works completed as soon as possible. The excavation closest to car 
park between Allington & Fovant court has now need back fi lled and the tarmac has been reinstated. 
The excavation at the entrance of the estate will back fi lled once the gas contractor has applied the new 
utilities connection.  

No further works will be undertaken until the Development Agreement is signed and that this is still 
pending fi nal agreement of all parties. Once the agreement has been signed HFL will hand the land over 
to St James and they will begin with installing the 3 site hoardings and drainage diversion works.

In October the Development Management Team (DMT) will be meeting with Homes for Lambeth (a 
company wholly owned by Lambeth Council, which will build the new homes) as part of the early 
build-up to the start of Reserved Matters work in the spring of 2019. This will include checking current 
assumptions on cost and values and also whether anything has changed in terms of properties that have 
become vacant. Aside from this, the DMT continue to work with Homes for Lambeth on the delivery of 
the St James scheme. This is starting later than expected due to fi nalising the contract and issues with 
service diversions but we expect a start before the end of the year.
As previously covered, letters will be going out to all home owners on the estate about the proposed 
compulsory purchase order. The fi rst letter will inform home owners of Lambeth’s intention to progress 
with the CPO. The second letter will provide home owners with a valuation for their property. Tony Draper 
CPO Project manager, will be at the next REP meeting on 31st October and will be attending the council 
drop-in on Tuesday 6th November to discuss the CPO with leaseholders.
