Elbridge Gerry, a Democrat, was Governor of Massachusetts in 1812 and had a 
Democratic legislature serving with him.  In order to secure increased representation 
in the State Senate they redistributed the state, dividing it up so that the Federalist 
minority would not be able to elect a true percentage of the legislature. As a result 
of this district in Essex County was formed with a very irregular outline.  Benjamin

Lobby Corp members make a large volunteer commitment to work with members of Congress from across the United 
States. Carol was chairperson of Lobby Corps for ten years ending in 2017 and continues to be an active member of Lobby 
Corp. For more information about Lobby Corp and your interest in becoming a member, please contact Carol. 

We were also fortunate to have Andrea Gruhl, our liaison to the LWVNCA, carefully explain the structure of the LWVNCA 
and its work as an Inter League-Organization (ILO.) Andrea explained her work with the LWVNCA and the important 
networking which is done with nine Leagues in the area. She shared the critical role that the president of the LWVNCA 
provided as she worked collaboratively with other interested organizations in the D.C., Maryland and Virginia area in the 
past few years to secure long-term funding for the Metro Commission ς not an easy task.

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UNITED NATIONS UPDATE

October 11, 2018 marked the International Day of the Girl Child.  This 
annual commemoration was initiated by the UN in 2012 to highlight 
the needs and challenges girls face all over the world.  The theme for 
the 2018 commemoration was, "With Her:  A Skilled GirlForce."   

This year, the NGO, Working Group on Girls (WGG) sponsored the 
annual "Girls Speak Out" during which young girls took over the 
Economic and Social Council (ECOSOC) chamber at the UN and 
presented poetry, songs, video, etc. answering the questions:  "What 
is it like to be a girl like you where you live?" and "What advice would 
you give the next generation of girls in your community so they can 
thrive?"  The WGG was founded over 20 years ago and the founding 
members included LWVUS - UN Observers Margery Cohen and Doris 
Schapira.  The LWV-US continue as active members in the leadership 
of WGG.  

The promotion of girl's empowerment and the fulfillment of their human rights is so important at this time because so 
many young girls preparing to enter the workforce are not being adequately educated to thrive in an environment being 
transformed by innovation and automation.  According to data from UNICEF, 600 million adolescent girls will enter the 
workforce within the next 10 years and 90 percent of those in low income countries will be working in the informal sector.   

This sector is rife with exploitation and abuse where the ability to earn a wage is precarious.  That is why the focus of this 
year's commemoration was to highlight the need to expand learning opportunities, identify new ways, and motivate the 
global community to re-envision how best to prepare young women to make a successful transition to the world of work.  
The event launched a year-long effort to unite partners and stakeholders to advocate and invest in initiatives that will 
improve the ability of girls to attain skills that can help them become prepared to access better work opportunities in order 
to have a more fulfilling life.
