Response: Trump has refused to pay many workers and contractors,

including dishwashers, waiters and bartenders at his resorts,
a glass company, a carpet company, and several law rms.
He won’t make his tax returns public so we have no way

of knowing whether he pays his taxes at all. His

businesses have a history of going bankrupt.

“TRUMP OPPOSES NAFTA THAT KILLED JOBS / HE’LL PROTECT
JOBS AND MANUFACTURING AT HOME”

Response: Trump himself sends jobs overseas with many Trump
brand products manufactured in China, Japan, Honduras,
Brazil, Norway, Germany and Italy. Trump hires union
busting companies in his hotels and has not treated

workers well including many cases of unpaid wages.

income and sales taxes as well as creating jobs
through small businesses. States with the largest
immigrant communities were found to have the

lowest crime rates. Trump repeatedly demeans
immigrants and their descendants including saying that
an American-born judge couldn't be impartial on the
bench because of his Mexican heritage.

There were 23 hate crimes against
Muslims in the week after Trump proposed banning
them from entering the US. Attacks on mosques also
increased, as well as other Trump-inspired hate crimes
on immigrants in Boston, Chicago and Witchita.

SPEAK from a place of mutual interest,
sharing personal experiences
and emotions

Response: Trump has actually taken millions in campaign contributions and is relying on more to keep his campaign moving forward. He has spent millions of campaign
dollars paying his own companies - for press conference sites, airfare and much more. Trump is a billionaire and he doesn't listen to anyone either, least of all the America
people. If he doesn't have to listen to business or other political people, he doesn't have to listen to regular folks. Rich people elected to o ce rarely keep their promises.
