The UCC’s 2018 Hurricane Recovery Appeal puts you at the heart of the 
response to 2018 hurricanes now and in the long-term recovery. 
Hurricane Michael slammed into the Florida panhandle on October 10 as 
a Category 4 hurricane with winds of 155 mph. The winds and rain 
continued across Georgia and the Carolinas with widespread flooding. 
These areas had already been hit last month by Hurricane Florence. 

Hurricane Florence roared ashore in the U.S. Carolinas in September.  
Communities experienced mass flooding.  The environmental and 
economic impacts of the storm’s damage are vast. Super Typhoon 
Mangkhut (AKA Ompong) created devastation in the Philippines, and 
wreaked havoc in Hong Kong, China and other parts of Asia.  

DONATE now to deepen the impact of that immediate response and long-
term recovery work with a focus on the most vulnerable by addressing 
injustice, responding to the whole community, and filling gaps in service.
