In response to your referral for design review for the above referenced project, the Westside Community Assoc. has the following comments and questions.  We received the referral on May 15, and given the relatively tight deadline for comments, these comments and questions are preliminary and we may have more follow-up questions and comments.   

The use permit granted on April 2,  2015 included construction of a new winery building to replace the illegal canopy and tanks that are currently attached to the east end of the hop kiln structure.  No plans for this new structure were included in the proposal.  In order for the public to have input into the design elements for the existing structures, plans and elevations for the new winery should be prepared so all the design elements of the project can be assessed together.   

It appears that the masonry hop kiln building will be strengthened and opened up for access.  It would be helpful to know the uses and layout of the interior space.  Also, it appears the existing deck and stairs will be rebuilt to allow for public access,   which may create noise concerns for adjacent properties.    

Representatives of the Westside Community Association would be happy to meet with the applicant’s representatives to discuss the project.
