Advocacy with County and State Officials:  

· Felta Proposed Timber Harvest – March 2019 community meeting – Timber Harvest on hold. 

· Mill Creek designated priority water- impaired watershed: One out of five Sonoma County watersheds to get priority status.  

· Cannabis Applications in Westside Area:  Permits going through environmental/ water availability process in Palmer/Wallace/Mill creek and Sweetwater areas.  The Palmer Ridge - DeMello property that was subject of Town Hall meeting deemed inappropriate for cannabis and is for sale.  

· Use Permits:  See Attachment 2: Westside Use Permit Applications: Only one Permit Modification pending, and six tasting rooms under construction at Bacchus Landing.  WCA Board advocated for denial of 4603 Westside based on road safety and well impacts, and Applicant withdrew. 

· Traffic Safety and Land Use: In November 2019, the County released its draft cumulative traffic studies stating that the Westside area requires additional data collection and analysis. The WCA Board sent a November 26, 2019 Letter with an update to our 2018 Public Safety – Accident and Speeding Concerns document (Attachment 3).  The WCA Board letter requested a meeting with the traffic consultant, a “Your Speed Is” sign and additional data collection to allow a cumulative impact analysis.  

· Bicycle Traffic:  The County Transportation Department has posted “Share the Road” and “3 Feet Minimum” signs (as per State law) on Westside Road, as it’s a designated bicycle route.  
All drivers should exercise caution crossing the Dry Creek bridge – it’s a blind hill coming from each direction, and the site of Westside’s first bicycle fatality.  
When the Bacchus Landing project is operational there will be additional truck traffic turning into the complex, as well as truck traffic entering the Healdsburg yard across the street.  During Ag promotional events up to 100 automobiles may be entering/exiting the driveway during events.  
Marc Bommersbach:  Winery Event Ordinance Stakeholder Group Update:  In September 2019, Permit Sonoma convened another stakeholder group to provide input to staff on Local Area Guidelines for the Westside Area.  Work continues through 1st quarter for both Westside and Sonoma Valley, and County hearings are promised in spring/summer 2020.
