PSPS (Public Safety Power Shutoffs) To check your address: https://pgealerts.alerts.pge.com/addresslookup/
RFW (Red Flag Warning) To check status. https://www.weather.gov/mtr/

PSPS preparation. Here is a list to think about! And remember to communicate with boss/ friends/ family: Ask your neighbor if they need help! Be ready, be safe. And, tell your remote boss/school you probably won’t be able to be on line for duration.
Organize Fridge & Freezer:
· Turn your fridge and freezer to their coldest settings. 
· Make ice blocks in baggies and plastic containers. Fill the voids in the freezer, and move a few of these ice blocks to the fridge just before the PSPS starts. 
· Rearrange your fridge and freezer so that the stuff you need most is near the door. Better yet, move that stuff to a cooler so your fridge door stays shut!!
· Move perishables to the bottom compartments and away from the doors. 
Set up your Camping Kitchen:
· Get out your ice chests.
· Prep easy meals and snacks.
· Gather your non-electric cooking gear.
Organize your Charging Devices & Batteries:
· Charge your portable charging blocks and rechargeable batteries. 
· Find batteries for flashlights.
· Gather your non-electric light sources. Charge the solar ones. No flame candles please!
Staying Warm and Clean:
· Pull out warm clothes for 2-3 days for each member of your household. Temperature is going to be in 40s at night!
· Prep your alternative heat source. No open flames. 
· Get out those extra blankets from that dark closet.
· Gather your sponge bath supplies.
· Do that laundry.
Water: 
· If you need electricity into operate your well, pull water for cooking and sponge bathing.
· Fill bathtub for flushing toilet
