SUBJECT: Item 11: Consideration of a resolution to ratify a professional services contract 
with NorCal Engineering for Soil Inspection and Testing for WCA construction 
projects. 

RECOMMENDATION: That the Watershed Conservation Authority (WCA) Governing Board ratify a 
professional services contract with NorCal Engineering for an amount not to exceed $25,000. 

PROJECT DESCRIPTION:  NorCal Engineering will provide inspection and testing of soil compaction on 
new trails, access road and parking lot, new roadway improvements, minor structures, and other areas 
for the Duck Farm Park Phase 1A-Step 2 Project, including, but not limited to:  

• Testing base under concrete, such as driveway, sidewalk, curb and gutter along San Fidel at the
east entry to the park, and some flat work in front of the blue barn

• Testing of minor structures, including the foundation for the ROMTEC restroom building, the open
overhead structures at the east entry pocket park and the overlook areas, and associated concrete
seat walls

• Foundations into native soils or underlain by compacted fill soils

• Testing on the new slope construction in the east entry area

• Inspection/testing of the septic leach field

Services will be provided on a time and material basis for a total value not to exceed $25,000.  The work 
will be performed at the direction of the project’s Construction Manager on an as-needed basis. 

BACKGROUND: The Duck Farm Park Phase 1A-Step 2 Project plans and technical specifications call for 
soil compaction testing and inspection services during the construction of the park. Due to timing of civil 
construction work currently underway by the general contractor required the professional services of a 
qualified engineer. NorCal Engineering, having provided services during Step 1 construction has the 
necessary familiarity with the site, access to project design and specifications that include the 
geotechnical reports that will govern the soil inspection requirements.  NorCal is capable of expeditiously 
step into the role on a time and materials basis. Exhibit A: Fees 

FISCAL INFORMATION:  The not-to-exceed value of $25,000 is being funded by Duck Farm Park Phase 
1A-Step 2 grant sources.

RESOLUTION OF THE WATERSHED CONSERVATION AUTHORITY TO 
RATIFY A PROFESSIONAL SERVICES CONTRACT WITH NORCAL 
ENGINEERING FOR SOIL INSPECTION AND TESTING FOR WCA 
CONSTRUCTION PROJECTS.   

WHEREAS, the Watershed Conservation Authority (WCA) has been established to facilitate joint projects 
between the Rivers and Mountains Conservancy and Los Angeles County Flood Control District; and
