There is a new garbage in park at end of Arlington- Ray
said some garbage ends up in there but he still picks up
a lot

Ray gave a summary of the Dominion Park issue from
his point of view - he is opposed to approaching the
owners to re-establish the full park space because he
sees it as a threat to other river front property owners. He
discussed the situation of the new owners of the house
and his impression of the negative situation with
residents fighting for the park.

- According to Ray as of today, the owners are not
interested in leasing any part of the park

- Ray has suggested work to fix the toboggan hill as

The issue is with the City to
wait for the City’s report on
this issue and options for a
new agreement with the
property owners.

Mel and Cynthia voiced concern with Ray’s story and that
it is one side of the story, that this site is different from
other sites like the Arlington Street river access since
there was a 40 year agreement between previous home
owners at 466 Dominion to use private land for a park.

Erin voiced that the Green Space committee would need
be ensure any work is approved by The City.
